Ours is the regional debut of the production, which is still in limited release, and
being part of its artistic team is an honor. | have choreographed for MCT for over a decade- but something about this project felt new and | was
excited to put my twist on some of the iconic numbers in this show, such as “Opening Up" and “Never Getting Rid of Me".

As | was driving home from that meeting, my joy and elation began to turn into true
anxiety. | was now responsible for bringing this story to life, for honoring the characters as written on the page, and helping choose the actors to
fill these roles. A narrative that means so much to me personally, | now had the responsibility to tell a story that deals with fighting against the
social normality of playing the obedient wife, and relationships that involve domestic violences, love at first sight, and affairs of the heart.

| feel extremely fortunate to be working with such a professional group of artists. Far from your typical idea of community theatre, the level
of vulnerability, authenticity, and artistry each member of this company, regardless of role, has brought to the rehearsal process day in and
day out, along with their willingness to dive head first into taking risks to honor and tell this story to the depths that it needs to be told is truly
rewarding. This project has forced me to dig into places that | have shut myself off from for many years, yet there has been a sense of healing
that | know, not only myself, but others, have found in creating this show.
