THE TORTOISE AND THE HARE
(
Have a competition day with various track and field events: relay race, half-mile run, speed-walking, obstacle course, water balloon toss, etc.
(
Using the show logo, hold a coloring contest and use the winning entry for the cover of the show program. Display all of the entries at the performance location.
(
Partner with a local pet store or animal shelter to create a small-scale petting zoo. Visit the pet store as a field trip leading up to the week and use ticket stubs as a discount coupon at the sponsoring store.
(
Create a giant tortoise shell with each child designing their own hexagon.  Assemble the giant shell on the wall of the gymnasium or in the school hallway.

In a classroom setting, study the Everglades National Park. What kind of animals live there? What does the land look like? Why is it unique?

These are only suggestions. Feel free to be creative. Use your imagination, brainstorm with others and develop a promotion tailored to your community and specific residency week.
